Chief Executive Officer - MINOR China

Mr. Mischke began his career with Grand Metropolitan (Diageo) in Tokyo, Japan - then the parent company of Häagen-Dazs and Burger King – as a business analyst. Upon leaving Japan in the early 90’s, he worked for International Dairy Queen in a variety of senior management roles, most recently running group franchise operations in Asia and the Middle East. In this position, Mr. Mischke led the successful franchise development of restaurant concepts in multiple markets throughout Asia. Initially based in the US and frequently traveling to Asia, Mr. Mischke relocated to Beijing 8 years ago to put priority focus on China market franchise development, where Dairy Queen recently opened its 100th store.   

With over 17 years of experience working with the China market, Mr. Mischke joined MINOR China as CEO in late 2004. MINOR China is a wholly owned subsidiary of MINOR International - one of the largest hospitality groups in Asia - with 17 hotels and nearly 700 restaurants in the region.  
Under the leadership of Mr. Mischke, MINOR China now has 40 restaurants operating in China. Its own brand, “The Pizza Company”, is now the #2 pizza brand in Beijing.  “Sizzler” is the leading western casual dining concept.  In 2005, after establishing a base of equity operations and infrastructure in Beijing, MINOR began the process of franchising these brands in China.   

Regularly featured in both Chinese and international media, Mr. Mischke is widely recognized as one of the most experienced Americans working in the restaurant and franchise industry in China
Mr. Mischke has a degree in International Economics from the University of Minnesota. In addition, he completed postgraduate studies at the University of St. Thomas and in Tokyo, Japan.  
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
