Following the General Procurement Notice for this project, which was published in EBRD Procurement Opportunities on 28th May 2008 ZAGREBACKI HOLDING (the Purchaser) intends applying the proceeds of a loan from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (the Bank) towards the cost of the Velica Gorica Urban Transport Project, specifically toward the procurement of the following goods:

Supply of new buses with minimum EURO 4 engines:

LOT 1:      24 Solo Low-Floor Citybuses

LOT 2:      7 Articulated Low-Floor Citybuses

LOT 3:      6 High-Floor Buses

LOT 4:     1 Special-purpose solo bus with additional facilities to transport disabled persons in wheelchairs

We hereby invite you to submit your tender for the supply of these buses.

Tenderers are required to submit sealed tenders for the execution and completion of the contract for supply of the new buses described in this Invitation for Tenders. Tenderers may bid for all LOTS, a single LOT, or a combination of LOTS.

Tenderer’s qualifications

The tenderer shall furnish, as part of its tender, documentary evidence establishing the tenderer’s qualification to perform the Contract if its tender is accepted. Documentary evidence of the tenderer’s qualifications to perform the Contract if its tender is accepted shall establish to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that:

(a) in the case of a tenderer offering to supply goods under the Contract which the tenderer does not manufacture or otherwise produce, the tenderer has been duly authorised by the manufacturer or producer of the goods to supply the goods in the Purchaser’s country (in the format indicated in Volume I.vi.);

(b) the tenderer and the manufacturer of the goods have the financial, technical and production capability and capacity necessary to perform the Contract (demonstrated in the format indicated in Form I.viii) by;

For Lot 1

- total, cumulative revenues from the sales of buses in the last three years not less than EUR 25 million; and

- with not less than EUR 15 million total revenues from the sales of buses in the last year of the above indicated three year period.

For Lot 2

- total, cumulative revenues from the sales of buses in the last three years not less than EUR 25 million; and

- with not less than EUR 15 million total revenues from the sales of buses in the last year of the above indicated three year period.

For Lot 3

- total, cumulative revenues from the sales of buses in the last three years not less than EUR 5 million; and

- with not less than EUR 1 million total revenues from the sales of buses in the last year of the above indicated three year period.

For Lot 4

- Documented proof of the successful adaptation and delivery in the last two years of at least 10 special-purpose vehicles for the transportation of disabled persons

Tenderers responding to more than one Lot must fulfil the cumulative requirements of all Lots for which bids are submitted.

(c) For Lots 1, 2, the tenderer and the manufacturer shall demonstrate that they have access to, or have available, liquid assets unencumbered real assets, lines of credit and other financial means, sufficient to meet the cash flow for a period of six months estimated as not less than Euro 5 million and for Lot 3, Euro 1 million, taking into account the tenderer’s commitments to other contracts. All financial data to be confirmed and certified. No data needs to be provided for Lot 4 only.

(d) The manufacturer of the buses has or will have a local maintenance representative in Croatia (Zagreb or Velika Gorica) offering proven warranty support and post-warranty service or will arrange (prior to delivery of the first buses) a legally binding contract with a third-party maintenance provider to provide warranty and post-warranty services. Any such third-party service provider’s capability and suitability to perform the needed maintenance services shall be subject to prior verification and approval by the Purchaser prior to contract.

(e) The tenderer or the manufacturer of the goods has satisfactorily delivered (in the format indicated in Form I.viii):

     - equivalent numbers of new buses of various models in the last three years of which the manufacturer produced:

      - new buses similar to the offered models in the tender together with the appropriate contract references:

Similar in this context means that the reference buses should have proven operation under the same type of urban usage as well as being compliant with all the major technical specifications, referenced in Volume II – Purchaser’s Requirements of this document to the models specified in the forthcoming tender.

(f) The manufacturing plant to be used for the manufacture of the buses in question – in the event of contract award – must have been used for the manufacture of buses of the same or similar type of buses during the last 12 months from the date of the tender release. The plant must be certified for quality assurance (ISO 9000 or similar).

Note: the Purchaser reserves the right to check the information provided with the companies referenced and with other users of similar goods.

Tenders must be duly completed and delivered to the office at the address below not later than 14:00 hours local time on 20 October 2008 at which time they will be opened in the presence of those tenderers’ representatives who choose to attend. Documents which are received late will be returned unopened.

All tenders must be accompanied by a tender security of two percent (2%) of the Total Bid Price in EURO or its equivalent in a convertible currency in the form specified in the tender documents.
