This Invitation for Tenders follows the General Procurement Notice for this project which was published in “Procurement Opportunities”, Ref: 5530-GPN-35162 on March 28,2008.

S.C. Centrala Electrica de Termoficare Iasi S.A. (CET), hereinafter referred to as “the Purchaser”, intends using part of the proceeds of a Grant received from the Swiss Government (the Grant), administrated by the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (the Bank) for the financing of the project: Iasi Municipality District Heating Rehabilitation.

The Purchaser now invites sealed tenders for tendering from Suppliers for the following contract to be funded from part of the proceeds of the Swiss grant: Procurement of factory assembled Thermal Substations and factory assembled Thermal Modules and Associated Services for the modernization of the following thermal substations, namely:

TS 1,2,3,4,5,7 Socola, TS 10,11,14,15 Cantemir, TS 1,2 Tudor Vladimirescu, TS 1,2,3,4,5,6,7 Alexandru cel Bun, TS 10,13,14,15,16 Dacia, TS 2, 4 Canta; TS 1, 2, 3 Păcurari; TS 1, 2 Moara de Foc; TS 1, 2 Galata; TS 8, 9, 10, 11 Ţigarete (Regie); TS Cerna; TS Mircea cel Bătrân; TS 1, 2 C. Negri; TS 1, 2 Sf. Lazăr; TS Tg. Cucu; TS Kogălniceanu; TS Ghelerter; TS Filarmonica, TS 16,17,18,19,20,21,22,23,24,25,26,27,28 Tătăraşi and TS 2,3,4,5,6, Gară.

There will be supplied 59 thermal stations and 31 thermal modules which will be preassembled in a manufacturing plant and then shipped to Iasi. The preassembled thermal substations are bigger in size and capacity than the preassembled thermal modules. For this reason the equipment (heat exchangers, pumps etc.) will be skid mounted on several frames for the thermal substations and on one single frame for the thermal modules. The equipment is similar for both kinds of thermal stations and consists mainly of the following components:

Plate Heat Exchangers

Circulating Pump for Heating and DHW recirculation

Differential Pressure Controller

Control Valves

Thermal Energy Meters for the Thermal Substations

Expansion-Addition Module-completely equipped and automatized

Automation Equipment

Electric Power Board

Hydrophore module, completely equipped, where is necessary to be mounted

Impurities filters, safety valves, closing valves: butterfly valves, airing and draining valves, pipes between equipment

In addition to preassembling the modules in the manufacturing plant the supplier shall perform the following associated services on site:

• Hydraulic and electrical connections between the different frames of the thermal substations.

• Supervising of the works of connecting the Thermal Substation/Thermal Module to the utility networks. The works to be performed is not the task of the supplier but will be performed under another contract.

• Testing and commissioning of the Thermal Substation/Thermal Module according to the Requirements stated in the Technical Specification of the Tender Documents. Depending on the connection works performance to the utility networks it is possible to have two commissioning stages.

• Training of operating staff

Delivery of all the Goods is required within 8 months from Contract Commencement Date.

This invitation for tenders is open to suppliers that are entered in the commercial register in Switzerland. A minimum Swiss Added Value (SAV) as defined in the Tender Data has to be achieved. The tenderer may be required to substantiate the SAV declared in the Price Schedule. The Grant will not be used for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations.

This tender shall be carried out in accordance with the Bank's Procurement Policies and Rules.

The documentary evidence of the tenderer’s qualifications to perform the Contract shall meet the Purchaser’s following requirements:

(i)The filling in of the Qualification Form, containing general information

(ii) If a tenderer supplies and installs equipment under the Contract, which is not produced or otherwise manufactured by the tenderer, then the tenderer must be duly authorized by the producer or manufacturer of such equipment to supply and install it in the Purchaser’s country. The tenderer shall submit the Delivery Authorization – Manufacturer’s Authorization Form

(iii)The tenderer must have the financial and technical capability and capacity necessary to perform the Contract as follows:

1. Financial and economic capability:

The tenderers shall submit:

(a) The last balance sheet endorsed and registered by duly authorized bodies or an equivalent document;

(b) A turnover statement for the last three (3) years, in the specialty afferent to the object of the Contract. The average annual turnover shall be of minimum 10 million EUR.

2. Technical and production capability:

The Tenderers shall submit the following:

(a) The tenderer has satisfactorily supplied similar goods and services to other purchasers;

The tenderer shall provide a list with the delivered goods and services for the last three years, having a similar type and complexity and a total value equivalent of 5 Million EURO, which is evidenced by Acceptance Minutes separately for each contract and countersigned by the respective Beneficiary.

(b) A statement of the experience of the technical staff regarding contracts for goods and associated services of similar nature;

(c) The tenderer shall own the certification evidence for the Quality Assurance. The tenderer shall submit documents for the presentation of the own Quality Assurance System, accompanied by the Certificate issued by the certification authority (ISO 9001/2000).

(iv) The tenderer shall confirm Compliance with Swiss Labour Legislation - the tenderer will provide a written statement in this respect

Failing to submit the documents requested in paragraphs (i), (ii), (iii) and (iv) leads to the tender rejection.

(v) Tenderers or candidates shall be excluded from participation in a procurement procedure if:

(1) they are bankrupt or being wound up, are having their affairs administered by the courts, have entered into collateral arrangement with creditors, have suspended the business activity, are the subject of different proceedings concerning those matters, or are in any analogous situation arising from a similar procedure provided for in national and international legislation or regulations;

(2) They have not fulfilled obligations relating to the payment of social security contributions or the payment of taxes in accordance with the legal provisions of the country in which they are established;

(3) They have been the subject matter of a judgment which has the force of judgment for fraud, corruption, involvement in criminal organizations or any other illegal activities detrimental to the Communities' financial interests;
