INVITATION FOR TENDERS 

Supply of 30 new solo low-floor trolleybuses that are equipped with an auxiliary self-powered propulsion capability (internal combustion) and comply with EU Type Approval and UNECE requirements for large passenger vehicles of this type. The trolleybuses must also have mobility-impaired passenger access facilities in accordance with EU Directive 2001/85/CE. 

Following the General Procurement Notice for this project, published in EBRD Procurement Opportunities on 5th August 2008 Sofia Electrotransport EAD (the Purchaser) intends applying the proceeds of a loan from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (the Bank) towards the purchase of 30 new trolleybuses as described above.

We now invite you to submit sealed tenders for the execution and completion of the contract for the new trolleybuses with access in accordance with EU Directive 2001/85/CE together with associated services.

Tenderer’s qualifications. 

The tenderer shall furnish as part of the submitted tender documentary evidence establishing the tenderer’s qualification to perform the Contract if its tender is accepted. Documentary evidence of the tenderer’s qualifications to perform the Contract shall establish to the Purchaser’s satisfaction that:

(a) in the case of a tenderer offering to supply goods under the Contract which the tenderer does not manufacture or otherwise produce the tenderer shall show proofs that the tenderer has been duly authorised by the manufacturer or producer of the goods to supply the goods in the Purchaser’s country (in the format indicated in Volume I.vi.);

(b) the tenderer and the manufacturer of the goods have the financial, technical and production capability and capacity necessary to perform the Contract (demonstrated in the format indicated in Form I.viii) by demonstrating the following to the Purchaser’s satisfaction;

- total cumulative revenues from the sales of trolleybuses in the last three years not less than EUR 50 (fifty) million; and

- not less than EUR 10 (ten) million total revenues from the sales of trolleybuses in the last year of the above indicated three year period.

(c) The tenderer and the manufacturer shall demonstrate that they have access to, or have available, liquid assets unencumbered real assets, lines of credit and other financial means, sufficient to meet the cash flow for a period of six months estimated as not less than Euro 6 million, taking into account the tenderer’s commitments to other contracts.

(d) The manufacturer of the trolleybuses or the duly authorised tenderer has the technical and financial capacity to put in place by the time of contract signing a plan endorsed by the Purchaser that will provide for full on-site warranty support and post-warranty service in Sofia. The manufacturer of the trolleybuses or the duly authorised tenderer will arrange (concurrent with delivery of the first trolleybuses) adequate technical training for Purchaser’s staff so that they can effectively perform needed maintenance services to the intervals and standards required by the manufacturer’s maintenance manuals and schedules.

(e) The tenderer or the manufacturer of the goods has satisfactorily delivered in countries of the European Union (in the format indicated in Form I.viii):

- not less than 50 (fifty) new trolleybuses of various models in the last three years;

Within which

- not less than 20 (twenty) were new trolleybuses with substantially similar characteristics to the offered model in the tender for the last two years (2007-2008).

Similar in this context means: The reference trolleybuses should be entirely low-floor, with asynchronous motors and for their principal components and aggregates, be able to evidence successful service-proven operational experience under intensive urban usage and they must be substantially compliant with the technical specifications in this document in Volume II – Purchaser’s Requirements. Such similar reference trolleybuses need not have been supplied with the auxiliary self-powered traction capability. The tenderer shall provide the Purchaser with relevant contract references for verification purposes.

(f) The manufacturing plant to be used for the manufacture of the trolleybuses – in the event of contract award – must have been used for the manufacture of trolleybuses of the same or similar type during the last 24 months prior to the date of the tender release. The plant must be certified for quality assurance system (ISO 9000 or similar).

Note: the Purchaser reserves the right to check the information provided with the companies referenced and with other users of similar goods.
