The present invitation for Tenders follows the published procurement notification for this project dated on 20 of January 2000 which was updated on 18 of December 2000 and on 24 of July 2007 (for the reference see www.ebrd.com).

The Russian Government, acting through the Ministry of Finance, the Administration of Kaliningrad Region, and the Municipality of Kaliningrad, has received assistance in financing the rehabilitation of the water and wastewater system in Kaliningrad. A loan agreement for this purpose (the “Loan”) has been concluded between the Russian Federation and the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (“EBRD”). The project is located near the city of Kaliningrad in the West of the Russian Federation.

Municipal Unitary Water and Waste Water Services Enterprise of Kaliningrad City “Vodokanal” now invites sealed tenders from companies and contractors for the following contract to be funded from part of the proceeds of the loan:

• Lot EWP-A1-1: Extension of the Eastern Waterworks;

• Lot MPR-A1-2: Reconstruction of Moskovskaya Pumping Station.

These contracts involve design (Detail Design, including obtainment of the State Expertiza’s of the Russian Federation approval), supply of equipment, construction and materials, geodesic, topographical, civil and erection works, installation, setting-up and commissioning in accordance with the Russian laws.

Estimated period of works completion:

- for lot EWP-A1-1 – 912 days

- for lot MPR-A1-2 – 600 days

Both facilities should continue operation in the course of reconstruction.

Tenders are invited for one or more lots. Each lot must be priced separately. Tenders for more than one lot may offer discounts and such discounts will be considered in the comparison of tenders.

To be qualified for participation in the Tender, the Tenderer must satisfy the following minimum criteria:

(a) For Lot EWP-A1-1, average annual turnover as General Contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and completed) over the last 4 years of US dollars 12 million or equivalent.

For Lot MPR-A1-2, average annual turnover as General Contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and completed) over the last 4 years of US dollars 9 million or equivalent.

or

For both lots, average annual turnover as General Contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and completed) over the last 4 years of US dollars 21 million or equivalent.

(b) For Lot EWP-A1-1, general and special experience as a successful General Contractor for a minimum of one project within the last 5 years which included new construction, extension or renovation of drinking water or wastewater treatment plants with treatment minimum capacity of 30 000 m3/day, and with minimum contract amount 5 million USD or equivalent.

For Lot MPR-A1-2, general and special experience as a successful General Contractor for a minimum of one project within the last 5 years which included new construction or renovation of reservoirs, pump stations and with minimum contract amount 2 million USD or equivalent.

(c) The Tenderer or his sub-contractor shall have or, if does not have at the time of tendering, if he is awarded the contract the Tenderer will have to obtain a License or Permission for Design and Construction Work, if required, by the date of the Contract signing.

(d) The Tenderer shall be registered or, if not registered at the time of tendering, if he is awarded the contract the Tenderer will have to register with the Russian Tax Authorities within 1 (one) month after signing the Contract.

The contract will be financed with the proceeds of a loan from the EBRD as well as budget funds of Kaliningrad City. The tendering will be held in accordance with the EBRD’s Procurement Policies and Rules and will be open to firms from any country. The proceeds of the Bank’s loan will not be used for payments to persons or entities or for any import of goods if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations or under a law of official regulation of the Employer’s country.
