- at least 2 facilities that include designing, procurement and installation of 24 kV and/or 35 kV Swichgear and RTU during last five (5) years.

Financial Position. The Tenderer shall demonstrate that it has access to, or has available, liquid assets, unencumbered real assets, lines of credit, and other financial means estimated as not less than EUR 1.100.000 equivalent, taking into account the applicant's commitments for other contracts.

The audited balance sheets for the last five (5) five years shall be submitted and must demonstrate the soundness of the applicant's financial position, showing long-term profitability. Where necessary, the Employer will make inquiries with the applicant's bankers.

Litigation History. The Tenderer shall provide accurate information on any current or past litigation or arbitration resulting from contracts completed or under execution by him over the last five years. A consistent history of awards against the Tenderer or any partner of a joint venture may result rejection of the Tender.

Joint Venture Requirements

Joint ventures must satisfy the following minimum qualification requirements:

(a) The lead partner shall meet not less than 50 percent of all the qualifying criteria for general experience and financial position specified above.

(b) The other partners shall meet not less than 25 percent of all the qualifying criteria for general experience and financial position specified above.

(c) The joint venture must satisfy collectively the criteria for personnel and equipment capabilities and financial position stated above, for which purpose the relevant figures for each of the partners shall be added to arrive at the joint venture's total capacity. Individual members must each satisfy the requirements for audited balance sheets and litigation.
