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ENTRY AGREEMENT 

FOR JOINING THE COLLECTIVE SYSTEM OF ALTERNATIVE MANAGEMENT OF WASTE MATERIALS OF ELECTRICAL AND ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT “APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A.”

In Egaleo, today the …………………………………. 2005, by and between:

on the first part

the approved Collective System of Alternative Management of Waste Materials of Electrical and Electronic Equipment “APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A” having its registered seat in Egaleo, 166 Kifissou avenue, duly represented by the Managing Director …………… (hereinafter called the “System”).

on the second part

the …………………………………………………………………….… with the tradename “…………………………”, having its registered seat in ……………………………………………………………..… duly represented by ………………………………….…..(hereinafter called the “Producer”).

RECITALS – DEFINITIONS

(Α)
Pursuant to the Presidential Decree 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004) which has been issued  in accordance with Law 2939/2001, have been determined the measures,  terms and conditions  for the alternative management of waste materials of electrical and electronic equipment (hereinafter called “W.E.E.E.”). The purposes of these provisions are the prevention of waste materials, the restriction of the use of hazardous substances in the electrical and electronic equipment, their reuse and recycling, as well as the improvement of the environmental performance of all operators involved in the life cycle of electrical and electronic equipment (hereinafter called  “E.E.E.”).

(Β)
The definitions used in the present agreement shall have the meaning defined in article 3 of the Presidential Decree 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004) and specifically:

i. “Electrical and Electronic Equipment” or “E.E.E” means the equipment which is dependent on electric currents or electromagnetic fields in order to work properly and the equipment for the generation, transfer and measurement of such currents and fields falling under the categories set out in Annex IA (as specified in Annex IB) to the P.D. 117/2004 and designed for use with a voltage rating not exceeding 1000 volts for alternating current and 1500 volts for direct current.

ii. “Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment or “W.E.E.E.” means the electrical and electronic equipment which is considered waste within the meaning of Article 1(a) of Directive 75/442 EEC, including all components, subassemblies and consumables which are parts of the products at the time of discarding.

iii. “Producer” means any person that irrespective of the selling technique used, including by means of distance communication:

· manufactures and sells electrical and electronic equipment under his own brand,

· resells under his own brand equipment produced by other suppliers, a reseller not being regarded as the “producer” if the brand  of the producer appears on the equipment as provided for in sub point (I), or 

· imports or exports into another Member State electrical and electronic equipment on a professional basis.

iv. “Collective System of Alternative Management” means the organization on a collective basis,  in any legal form, of the operations of collection, transfer, temporary storing, reuse and recovery of  “W.E.E.E“

v. “Management of Waste of Electrical and Electronic Equipment means the collection, transfer, loading, temporary storing, recovery and disposal of W.E.E.E. and the used spare parts, including the supervision of these operations and the restoration of the places of storing/loading/recovery and disposal of the W.E.E.E and the used spare parts after stop functioning and
vi. “Alternative Management of Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment” means the operations of collection, transport, temporary storing, reuse and development of W.E.E.E so that after their reuse or recovery to return to the market as the case may be.

(C)
Furthermore, according to the provision of article 7 of the Presidential Decree 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004) in connection to the provision of article 17 of Law 2939/2001, the producers of Electrical and Electronic Equipment are obliged either to organize individual systems  or to join a collective sheme of alternative management of W.E.E.E relevant to their activity. The aforesaid systems of alternative management (individual or collective) aim at:

· the return or the collection of W.E.E.E of private households from the consumer or from other user or from the flow of waste materials, in order to be directed to the most appropriate alternative solutions for the management of waste materials.

· the reuse or recovery, including the recycling of the collected W.E.E.E  using pure technology.

· the ability of the systems of alternative management of W.E.E.E to co-operate with the systems of other products in the meaning of article 2 (paragraph 4)  of Law 2939/2001, such as the co operation with the system of alternative management of Electrical Steles and Accumulators, in order to facilitate the separate collection of the used materials/spare parts of Electrical and Electronic Equipment.

(D)
Appliances Recycling S.A by virtue of the decision of the Minister of Environment, Construction and Public Works with number 105134/17.6.2004  (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 905 B’/17.6.2004) (hereinafter called  “the System”) constitutes an approved System of Collective Alternative Management of W.E.E.E with national range, the purpose of which is the Alternative Management of W.E.E.E in accordance with the provisions of the legislation in force.
(Ε)
The Producer of E.E.E provided that he has not proceeded to the organization of an individual system of alternative management, according to the terms of paragraph C.1 of article 7 of the Presidential Decree 117/2004, participates obligatory in a collective system of alternative management.

(F)
The participation in the approved system of collective alternative management of WEEE “APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A” according to article 7 paragraph C.2  section b of P.D. 117/2004 :

i) is accompanied by the payment to the System by the interesting producer of a financial contribution. The amount of this contribution is determined in the agreement for the entrance of the Producer in the System;

ii) releases the contracting producers from their liability to fulfil the obligations deriving from the Presidential Decree 117/2004; 

iii) provides to the participating producer the right to identify his products  with the identification that is described in the entry agreement as an evidence of his participation in the System. 

have been agreed and mutually accepted the following:

1. Joining the System of Collective Alternative Management ”APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A”
1.1. Hereby, it is expressly agreed that the Producer joins and participates in the System of Collective Alternative Management of W.E.E.E. “APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A”, which as it is already stated has been approved by virtue of the Ministerial Decision with number 105134 issued by the Ministry of Environment, Construction and Public Works.

1.2. The aforesaid agreed entrance - participation of the Producer in the System entails his release from the duty of fulfillment of the obligations that arise from the provisions of articles 4 (paragraphs A, B, C, D and E), 9, 10 and 11 of P.D 117/2004 (published in the Bulletin of the Government Gazette, with number 82/5.3.2004) as in force today and as they may be amended in the future.

2. CONTRIBUTION 
2.1 The financial contribution that the Producer pays to the System has been fixed to the amount of fifty (50) Euros per tone for the time period starting from 1.7.2004 until 31.1.2005.  Since 1.2.2005 the prices for each category of W.E.E.E, that are included in the approved by the Ministry file of the System, shall come into effect according to the price list of Annex D of the present. The financial contribution is calculated on the basis of the monthly sales, as it is described in detail in the paragraphs herein below. Given that the approval of the System has been published since 17.6.2004, the commencement of the coming into force of the obligation of the Producer for the payment to the System of the financial contribution applies since 1.7.2004. Given that the System bears the recycling cost of the W.E.E.E of all previous years until the day of its approval and for the avoidance of any discrimination against the Producers, who timely joined the System,  the obligation for the payment of the financial contribution is in force since 1.7.2004 irrespective of the day the Producer entered the System.

2.2 The Producer is obliged to declare to the System his monthly sales of products at the latest until the end of the following month and to pay to the System the contribution for the products having been sold within the last 30 days starting from the end of the month, in which the System issued the invoice, by submitting to the System a written declaration (hereinafter called “the Declaration”), as it is described in Annex B of the present.

2.3 The Producer does not have to pay a contribution for the products he imports but they remain in customs or in a customary warehouse or in a warehouse of the Producer for the purpose of exporting. 

2.4
The System is able to readjust the amount of the contribution of the Producer after the submission to the competent authority of a new financial and technical study and its valuation by the National Organisation of Alternative Management of Waste Materials and the Committee for the Supervision of Alternative Management and its approval by the Minister of Environment, Construction and Public Works. The Producer shall be informed about the readjustment in writing, which shall come into force from the specified date and shall apply exclusively for the future.

3. OBLIGATIONS OF RECYCLING S.A. 
3.1. The System is obliged to comply with the terms and conditions set out in the ministerial decision by virtue of which the System has been approved, to put into practice the approved methods of alternative management and to achieve the targets of the System set out in the P.D. 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004).

3.2. The System undertakes the obligation and ensures that it will comply with its obligations deriving from article 8 of the P.D. 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004), regarding the issuance by the National Organization of Alternative Management of Waste Materials in the name of the System of the Certificate of Alternative Management of W.E.E.E that the System manage. Additionally, the company APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A undertakes the obligation and guarantees that it will proceed to any necessary action concerning the renewal of the approval of the System according to the provisions of article 7 of the P.D. 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004). 

3.3. The System is obliged to prepare and submit to the competent authority an annual detailed report on the application of the system of alternative management and on how it has fulfilled its obligations. This annual report includes the schedule of the System for the next year according to article 7 paragraph F of the P.D. 117/2004.

3.4. The System is obliged to organize and to put into practice programs for the information and the sensitization of the users – public according to Annex VII of article 17 of P.D 117/2004.

3.5. During the term of the present agreement as well as after its termination for any reason, the System is contractually held to treat confidentially all information it receives concerning the Producer according to the provisions of clause 9 of the present.

3.6. Article 15 of the P.D. 117/2004 provides regular and extraordinary inspections to be conducted by the competent authorities of the State for the observance of the terms on which the approval has been granted to the System.  The System has no liability and it is not obliged to indemnify the Producer if the approval granted to the System becomes invalid or has been revoked for any reason, nevertheless it is obliged to return to the Producer as unduly paid the amounts already paid by the Producer to the System which have not been used for the purposes of the present. 

3.7. Upon an application of the Producer and under the condition that the Producer has complied with the terms of the present, the System is obliged to issue a certificate, which shall prove the participation of the Producer in the System and his compliance with the provisions of P.D 117/2004.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF THE PRODUCER
4.1. The Producer is obliged to pay to the System the contribution that it is proportional to the Products he sells according to the terms of clause 2 and Annex D of the present. The Producer is under the obligation to pay to the System the contribution for all the products he has sold in the Greek market according to the specific provisions of clause 2.1 of the present.

4.2. The Producer is obliged to comply with all his obligations arising from the provisions of article 4 paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 8 as well as the provisions of article 12 of P.D 117/2004, (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004) concerning the provision of information to the collaborating undertakings and establishments carrying out treatment operations of W.E.E.E.

4.3. According to article 13 of P.D 117/2004 (published in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004) the Producer shall care for the information of the users of E.E.E through the instructions for use or in the stores about:

i. the requirement not to dispose of W.E.E.E as unsorted municipal waste any longer;

ii. the collection and recycling systems to which he has access;

iii. their role in the reuse, recycling and other forms of recovery of W.E.E.E;

iv. the possible effects on the environment and the human health as a result from the existence of hazardous substances in the Electrical and Electronic Equipment;

v. the meaning of the symbol that identifies the E.E.E. shown in Annex V of P.D 117/2004 (published  in the Government Gazette, Bulletin 82/5.3.2004). 

4.4 The Producer explicitly undertakes the obligation, as per above mentioned in clause 2.2 of the present, to notify legally and on time the Declaration pertaining the quantities of the Products having been sold, in items and kilos, so that the category and the weight of E.E.E  are evidenced and the System is able to calculate and invoice the outstanding contribution of the corresponding period. If the System discovers in any way that the notified by the Producer information are false or inadequate, the System is entitled to terminate the present agreement immediately and to refer the Producer to the competent office for the enforcement of article 16 of P.D 117/2004.

4.5
The Producer is under the obligation to provide all information, data and documents that might be requested by the auditors appointed by the System, according to the provisions of clause 5 of the present.

4.6
The Producer shall identify the appliances of E.E.E that he imports, produces and sells and fall within the scope of the collective alternative management of the System according to the present agreement and the provisions of law.

5. CONTROL OF THE INFORMATION REPORTED BY THE PRODUCER

5.1 The System reserves the right to conduct audits – either by appointing its own auditors or by assigning this work to an auditors’ company of its choice- of the financial information and statements of the Producer in order to assess the truth and accuracy of the disclosed by the Producer relevant information.

5.2 This audit is agreed strictly confidential.

5.3 The auditors’ costs and fees shall be borne exclusively by the System. 

6. LICENCE TO USE THE TRADEMARK

6.1 
By virtue of the present agreement and during the term of it, the System grants to the Producer -and the Producer accepts under the terms and conditions of the present- the non-exclusive right to use the Trademark as it is described in Annex C of the present. The Producer as evidence of his participation in the System shall be able to identify the appliances of E.E.E that are subject to collective alternative management by APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A for the entire territory of Greece. 

6.2 The non-exclusive license to use the Trademark given by the System to the Producer means that APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A is able to provide a relevant license to all other Producers who participate in the System without being restricted by the separate agreements contracted with them.  

6.3 The present authorization to use the Trademark does not confer to the Producer any property right in the Trademark and consequently, he is not permitted to assign or grant to any third party, for any reason or cause, the license to use the Trademark.

7. DURATION AND TERMINATION 
7.1. The duration of the present agreement is agreed to three (3) years, starting from the date of its signing. The present agreement shall be automatically renewed for three (3) more years, unless terminated by either party upon written notice of termination notified to the other party not later than two (2) months before the expiry date of this Agreement or the expiry of each renewal period.

7.2. The present Agreement shall be terminated ipso jure and without  financial consequences for the System in case the license of APPLIANCES RECYCLING S.A. for the collective alternative management of waste materials of E.E.E. ceases to exist.

7.3. The Producer is entitled to terminate the present agreement as per clause 7.1 of the present only if:

(i) he sets up an individual system of alternative management of waste materials of electrical and electronic equipment,

(ii) he joins other collective systems of alternative management of waste materials of electrical and electronic equipment that have been approved by the competent authorities.

7.4. The System reserves the right to terminate the present agreement with immediate effect upon prior written notice, for a serious reason, and the violation by the Producer of any of his obligations hereunder constitute a serious reason, and the Producer fails to remedy such breach within two months from the receipt of the written notice. 

7.5. Each contracting party reserves the right to terminate the present agreement  with immediate effect if the other party commits an act of bankruptcy or in case of liquidation or compulsory administration. 

8. MAINTENANCE OF PERSONAL DATA PROCESSING RECORDS (Greek Law 2472/1997)

The System keeps personal data processing records regarding the employees, the suppliers and other transacting parties, according to Greek Law 2472/1997 concerning the protection of the individual from personal data processing. 

9. CONFIDENTIALITY 

9.1 The System is contractually held to treat confidentially all information  disclosed by the Producer in the frames of the present agreement and the application of the System.

9.2 However, the above confidentiality undertaking does not apply in case the disclosure of the confidential information concerning the Producer arises from a legal obligation of the System.

9.3 The System reserves also the right to process the receiving information and data concerning the Producer under the terms and conditions of law 2472/1997 and of the other enacted laws issued by the authority of it.

10. MISCELLANEOUS 
10.1
This Agreement may not be assigned or otherwise transferred to any third party, individual or legal entity, without the prior written consent of the other contracting party.

10.2
All notices, services, applications etc. shall be made in writing and shall be addressed to each party at the addresses shown in the beginning of the present Agreement. Any change of the address of each party shall be notified to the other party in writing.

10.3
This Agreement and the Annexes attached hereto constitute the entire agreement between the parties and supersede all previous  agreements and understandings between them. All clauses of the present Agreement and the Annexes thereof are agreed substantial and can be amended only in writing upon prior mutual agreement between the contracting parties.

10.4
The present Agreement shall be governed by the Greek law. Any dispute related to the execution, interpretation or termination of the present agreement shall be settled by the Courts of Athens. 

The present agreement was executed in four (4) originals and each contracting party received two (2).
