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WEEE IMPLEMENTATION TIMELINE

The WEEE Directive transposed into French decree that requires WEEE producers to remove and treat WEEE was approved and published on July 22, 2005.  The decree was scheduled to enter into effect August 13, 2005 but full implementation of the decree is expected to extend beyond this date due to the time necessary to create a fully operational collection infrastructure.  

As of July 2006 WEEE producers will be required to take into consideration product designs that facilitate dismantling and recycling of products.

REGISTRATION

According to the French Ministry of Environment ADEME (Agency for the Environment and Energy Control – Ministry of Environment) will be responsible for managing the Central Register process for WEEE producers.  WEEE producers should be able to register with certified WEEE collectors as of September 2006.  On August 9, 2006 the following four organizations were officially accredited by the French Ministry of Environment as WEEE collectors:  

1. ERP (European Recycling Platform) http://www.erp-recycling.org/ Office automation electronic goods

2. Recylum- lighting containing mercury

3. Eco-logic - office automation equipment and power tools

4. Eco-Système (www.GIFAM.fr) - white and brown electronic goods
