New Requirements, Tougher Penalties





The U.S .Census Bureau now requires mandatory filing of export information through the Automated Export System (AES) or through the AESDirect for all shipments where a Shipper’s Export Declaration (SED) was previously required.  In accordance with the FTR, all parties to the export transaction are subject to the fines and penalties for the delayed filing, failure to file, false filing of export information, and/or using the AES to further any illegal activity.  The Census Bureau’s Foreign Trade Division is actively engaged in educational outreach to help you avoid these costly penalties.
