• Current production is peaking; E&P needs lie 
onshore and offshore (more complicated);

• NIP calls for focus on onshore first, given cash 
needs and legal restrictions with going offshore;

• Increase to 3,000 onshore wells by 2011 from over 
500 now; additional 1,200 kilometers of pipelines
