Baja California at a Glance





With a population of approximately 3.2 million, an annual growth rate of 4.15 percent, and a GDP of US$15,148 million, Baja California is Mexico's leading producer of television and computer monitors, with an estimated production of 19 million in 2007.  It is divided into five municipalities: Tijuana with 51.6 percent of the population, Mexicali, the state’s capital with 27.7 percent, Ensenada with 14.37 percent, Tecate with 3.11 percent and Playas de Rosarito with 3.16 percent.  Tijuana, where the border program takes place, is a hardworking industrial community with more than 38 years of experience in international production-sharing activities.  It has more maquiladora plants than any other city in the country, with 581, and more than 166,702 workers. Electronics account for 30 percent (directly or indirectly) of the maquiladoras in the city.  A large percentage of the maquiladoras are firms from Southeast Asia and the U.S.; among them Sony, Samsung, Sanyo, ADI and Sharp.

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ITA’s Automotive and Transportation Team coordinated and moderated CS Professional Development training held prior to the Automotive Aftermarket International Week (AAIW) in Las Vegas, Nevada, November 5-8th. The Monday training, attended by approximately 40 people, was collaborative effort on the part of the ODO Automotive /Transportation team, Trade Specialists (TS) from the Cleveland, Columbia, Portland, and Birmingham USEACS, as well as CS The Hague, Trade Development (TD), automotive trade associations, and Export Promotion Services (EPS). The day-long program featured open discussions with and remarks by CS Deputy Director (DDG) General Carlos Poza, a presentation by Dr. Michael Flynn of the University of Michigan’s Office for the Study of Automotive Transportation, and remarks by Robert Keller, President of Turbonetics, Inc. located in California. Trade Specialists (TS) representing 10 states and Commercial Specialists representing 30 countries, spent the remainder of the week counseling U.S. firms on the show floors (both AAPEX (the Automotive Aftermarket Products Expo) and SEMA (Specialty Equipment Manufacturers Association) shows are combined to form AAIW) on CS products and services and participating in Market Place, a program providing the opportunity for U.S. firms to meet one-on-one with Commercial Specialists from Posts worldwide. A number of Export Achievement Certificates were also presented by DDG Poza and Deputy Assistant Secretary for Trade Development’s Office of Transportation and Machinery Joseph Bogosian during AAIW. The show featured approximately 4,000 exhibitors covering 28 square miles of exhibit space, drawing 800,000 attendees. As a direct result of CS participation in AAIW, approximately 650 counseling sessions were held with a number of export successes now pending.
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
