Bauma China has established itself as one of the leading exhibitions for building machinery in Asia. After an outstanding premier in 2002 it exceeded all expectations again in 2004. With about 50,000 visitors from all regions of China this event is industry's marketplace for business contact. In 2004 the show covered over 100,000 square meters with 742 exhibitors displaying 
state-of-the-art products.


Germany

Even though the German construction industry is facing further decreases, there are positive signals for niche and specialty products and the first quarter in 2004 showed signs of recovery due to activities in residential construction. Over the year, public investors reduced construction spending by 4.4 %%, while the commercial sector showed a further decrease of minus 3.7%. Civil engineering performed slightly better than building with minus 1.9%. In 2005, residential construction of new buildings suffered as well, whereas repair and maintenance works increased slightly. Non-residential building experienced another 3 % decrease, while civil engineering stabilized at its 2004 level.
In 2004, activity in this sector was affected by political decisions to cut the so-called “owner-occupier home grant.” Many took advantage of this grant before these cuts became effective, which led to a rise in completed family-houses by 5,000 units. At the same time, the number of finished flats targeted at commercial investors reached the 2003 figure of 70,000 units. The total number of finished flats, including renovation and re-construction projects reached only 275,000, 45% of the 1995 figure. 2005 saw a decline in construction activities of around 5 % in the construction of owner-occupied houses on one hand. On the other hand, there was rising demand for flats in multi-family houses in the suburban areas of Southern Germany and a slowdown in the decline in the eastern German market, which led to a modest growth of around 2% in this sector nation-wide. There was also a slight growth in repair and maintenance works in the existing nearly 40 million flats. Those renovation works make up nearly 56% of the total construction market. Most long-term forecasts show stagnation for 2006 through 2010. The rest of the decade, the market will be dominated by activities in one and two-family-homes.
Experts believe that construction investments will stagnate at a level about 5 % lower over the next decades than in the nineties. The average decrease in the construction of residential housings will be almost 15 %, however, growth is predicted for non-residential buildings at a rate of about 4 %. Due to the difficult situation in the construction industry, demand for new and innovative products is very high. Not only contractors, but also distributors, sales agents and service companies are interested in niche and specialty products. A promising sub-sector and a potentially lucrative opportunity for U.S. investors are public private partnerships (PPPs).
