Lacey Act Import Declaration Now Required for Certain Wood Products


The first phase of enforcement of the new Lacey Act import declaration requirement for plants and plant products went into effect May 1. Subsequent phases are scheduled to be rolled out every six months. U.S. Customs and Border Protection recently posted to its Web site guidance on complying with this requirement. 


Covered Products. As of May 1, imports of the following products must accompanied by an import declaration (form PPQ 505) containing the scientific name of the plant from which they were obtained, the value of the importation, the quantity of the plant and the name of the country from which the plant was harvested. 


Fuel wood; Wood in the rough; Hoopwood: poles, piles, stakes, railway or tramway sleepers; Wood sawn or chipped lengthwise; Sheets for veneering; Wood continuously shaped; Tools, tool handles, broom handles, Builders’ joinery and carpentry of wood. IPR Protection Report Faults Canada, Praises Korea


The Office of the U.S. Trade Representative has released its annual Special 301 report on the adequacy and effectiveness of intellectual property rights protection by U.S. trading partners. According to a USTR press release, significant developments in this year’s report include the following.


• Canada is being elevated to the Priority Watch List for the first time due to increasing concern about weak border enforcement as well as the need for copyright reform.


• Algeria and Indonesia are also being elevated to the Priority Watch List. 


• Korea is being removed from the Watch List in recognition of the significant improvements it has made during the past year and the fact that the Korean government is continuing to place a priority on improving its IPR regime. This marks the first time 


• China remains on the Priority Watch List and the USTR said it is particularly concerned by reports that Chinese officials are urging more lenient enforcement of IPR laws as a way to maintain jobs amid the ongoing economic crisis.





New Changes On Travel To And From Mexico


June 1, 2009 all travelers (specifically land border arrivals) to and from Mexico will have additional requirements to enter or exit the USA.  


WHTI requires travelers to present a passport or other approved secure document denoting citizenship and identity for all land and sea travel into the United States.  WHTI establishes document requirements for travelers entering the United States who were previously exempt, including citizens of the U.S., Canada and Bermuda.  These document requirements are effective June 1, 2009.
