The speakers will include— 

Darryl Jackson, partner with Kelley Drye, and most recently Assistant Secretary for Export Enforcement at the Commerce Department’s Bureau of Industry and Security (BIS), who will discuss emerging trends and policies in U.S. export enforcement, particularly in light of the new $250,000 penalties per export violation that apply to many shipments. 

Eric McClafferty, partner with Kelley Drye, who will discuss export and customs enforcement initiatives, including the fallout and enforcement implications of the Consumer Product Safety Improvement Act (CPSIA). 

Bob Cassidy of Kelley Drye, and a former Assistant U.S. Trade Representative for the Asia/Pacific region and chief U.S. negotiator for China's accession to the World Trade Organization (WTO), who will discuss the future of NAFTA and several pending Free Trade Agreements, how to increase exports by addressing market access problems in China and other countries, and several other emerging trade issues. 

Dana Wood and Bill Klinefelter of Kelley Drye, who will discuss new and forthcoming trade legislation, including how "Buy America" and other provisions of the recent economic stimulus bill affect U.S. companies, and who will also address forthcoming climate change legislation that will have far-reaching consequences for many industries, the status of fast-track authority for trade agreements, and other critical legislative initiatives that affect manufacturers, service providers, and the financial industry, including the status of the Miscellaneous Tariff Bill. 

John Herrmann, a Bush appointee who currently serves as Special Assistant to the President and Senior Director for International Trade, Energy, and the Environment on the National Security Council, who will speak on a number of the topics listed above. 

Jennifer McCadney, Majority Trade Counsel, House Ways and Means Subcommittee on Trade also have been invited to be a participant in the webinar.
