Dr. Pieter VanderWerf
Dr. Pieter VanderWerf is generally recognized as an expert on concrete construction products in North America.  He is probably the single foremost authority on concrete walls and deck systems for homes and mid-size buildings.  He counts among former and current clients numerous manufacturing companies and such organizations as the Portland Cement Association, the Insulating Concrete Form Association, the National Association of Home Builders, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, the National Concrete Masonry Association, the Steel Framing Alliance, the Structural Insulated Panel Association, and the United Brotherhood of Carpenters.

Dr. VanderWerf worked as a young man on carpentry crews building new houses in Maryland and renovating old ones in New Hampshire.  After receiving his undergraduate degree in mathematics and economics from Dartmouth College and a Ph.D. in Management of Technological Innovation from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, he joined the National Association of Home Builders Research Center.  There he held the title of Business Development manager, and evaluated new construction products and services.  
He later became a professor at the Boston University School of Management, where he devoted his research to the study of construction systems.  He left Boston University in 1998 to form his own consulting company, Building Works, in Brookline, Massachusetts.  
Dr. VanderWerf also worked for a year in the Netherlands and Belgium, principally for the Organization for Applied Scientific Research (TNO), and one year for the U.S. Council on Environmental Quality.

Dr. VanderWerf has written six books and many articles on concrete homebuilding systems and a wide range of other construction products.  He served as general contractor in the construction of ICF homes in the mid-1990s.  For his clients, he helps to develop and market new construction products, or find the particular concrete product or system most appropriate for their projects.
