DISCOVER U.S. EDUCATION FAIR ON JULY 22, 2007 IN MALAYSIA

CSKL worked with Malaysian students and alumni of U.S. colleges and universities to organize Discover U.S. Education fair which was held on July 22, 2007 at the Mid Valley Exhibition Centre, Kuala Lumpur. The fair, which exhibited 65 U.S. colleges and universities was a major success, attracting 7,500 visitors whereby 5,500 are prospective students. In conjunction with the fair, a seminar was organized to provide information on the U.S. education system, university application and visa application procedures and life and experiences in the U.S. as a student. 

Ambassador Christopher LaFleur and the Deputy Minister of Higher Education, Datuk Ong Tee Keat launched the event. At the opening, Ambassador LaFleur also presented education scholarship awards to Malaysian recipients sponsored by American International Group (AIG), General Electric (GE) and AMCHAM. The event received press coverage in all the major newspapers in the country. 

Majority of the booths were manned by alumni and current students of U.S. universities and several university representatives where they shared their U.S. education experiences with students and parents and advised them on application procedures, housing, expectations, etc. Other booths included the Malaysian-American Commission on Educational Exchange (MACEE) booth which counselled on studying in U.S. and U.S. Embassy's visa section booth which counselled on visa application.

All the exhibitors agreed that the event was highly successful and they all ran out of materials for distribution due to the overwhelming response.
