CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION

A.  A product literature exhibition or showcase is an overseas, theme-oriented exhibition that displays catalogs of United States companies primarily at major Trade Shows or in US Embassies and Consulates.

B.  Firms that participate must promote products or services that meet one of the following criteria:

* Manufactured or produced in the USA.

* If manufactured or produced outside of the USA, the product or service must be marketed under the name of a US firm and have US content representing at least 51% in value of the finished goods or services.

C.  At a catalog exhibition or showcase and within limits of available resources The Commercial Service of the US Department of Commerce (DOC) agrees  to:

*  Provide publicity and promotional   support to attract to the exhibition potential   importers, distributors, agents, buyers,  and end-users of the products or services featured in the exhibition.

*  Provide management staff  to mount and operate the exhibition. 

 
*  Organize the participant product literature into an effective presentation for review for visitors and to promote the product/service of the participant.

* Provide the space for the exhibition.

* Provide each participant, following the close of the event, the names of those firms or individuals identified as having specific interest in the participants products/ services.

D. The participant agrees to:

* Make a financial contribution to the DOC or its agent in an amount to be established for each exhibition for use in funding services provided to the participant, including market development, operating and hospitality costs of the event, and other promotional activities. 

* Reply promptly to any business inquiries generated by participation.

* Furnish required number of catalogs and other requested information on exhibitors firm, products, and participation objectives.

* Ship catalogs and sales literature

according to instructions furnished by the DOC.

* The DOC may request information on sales results and agency agreements concluded or under negotiation .  If the participant requests particular information to be treated confidentially, the DOC will honor that request to the extent possible under the law.

E.  Other Conditions:

The Department assumes no liability for  damages or losses resulting from or related to the failure of the participant to comply with the provision of these Conditions of Participation.  If the exhibition is canceled or rescheduled, or the exhibitors materials do not arrive in time for the exhibition to be displayed, the participant waives all claims for liability against the DOC for damages or losses to the participant.

While the DOC will make an effort to select reliable contractors for services, which may be required for translations, construction, promotions and printing, the participant waives any claims against the DOC for the acts of any contractor.

If, for any reason, the participant cancels its participation, its full financial contribution will not be refunded unless the DOC receives written notice at least 45 days before the date of the event.

  The DOC may cancel an event, or the participation of any company, for the convenience of the DOC.  If this happens your contribution will be refunded.

All applications for participation are subject to approval of the DOC.

While the DOC will make every effort to facilitate a successful exhibition, it is understood and agreed that the DOC does not guarantee in any way the success of the exhibition or showcase or the sales effort of any participant.  The only contractual obligations the DOC assumes are those made expressly herein or mutually agreed to by a written amendment.
