Lot 2 Tender on Modernization of Heat Supply Facilities in Srednekolymsk:

This contract includes construction of a new 24 MWt boiler with sheltered and roofless storages, laying of central heat supply system of 5 km pipes, set up of six thermal chambers as well as two tanks for raw water in the boiler-plant area, second rise pump station and water-pipe from the pump station till mentioned tanks for water. The scope of work comprises:

    • Design work with preparation of Design Documentation (Design Documentation stage);

    • Supply, installation and starting-up of the facilities and repair and construction work;

    • Taking Over of facilities by the state commission.

The anticipated time for completion is 580 days.

To be qualified for the award of a contract, Tenderers must satisfy the following minimum qualification criteria:

a) Average annual turnover as Prime contractor (defined as billing for works in progress and completed) over the last 3 years of RUB 480 million equivalent.

b) General and specific experience as a successful prime contractor in the execution of at least two projects in the similar climate conditions which included design and build or renovation of boiler-plants (at least, one of them must to burn coal and be equipped with mechanized fuel delivery and ash removal system) with capacity not less than 5 MWt and thermal chambers and heating networks within the last 3 years.

c) The tenderer or his sub-contractor shall have or, if does not have at the time of tendering, if he is awarded the contract the tenderer will have to obtain in Russia a Licenses for Design work and Construction work and all other works relevant to the above Project (including the license for education activity) to Contract signing within 20 days of the Contract award;

d) The tenderer shall be registered or, if not registered at the time of tendering, if he is awarded the contract the tenderer will have to register with the Russian Tax Authorities within 1 (one) month after signing the Contract if is necessary in accordance with the Russian legislation.

e) The Tenderer should be certified for quality standard ISO 9001 (or equivalent) or should present his quality assurance plan to demonstrate quality assurance procedures, which shall be applied for the execution of works under the Contract.

Tendering for contract will be based on the EBRD’s Procurement Policies and Rules.
