INVITATION FOR TENDERS

Supply and Installation

This Invitation for Tenders follows the General Procurement Notice for this project which was published in Procurement Opportunities, on the web site of the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) on 18 September 2008.

AB Lietuvos Elektrine (the Employer), has applied to the EBRD for a grant from the Ignalina International Decommissioning Support Fund (IIDSF) for continued financing of a programme of technical and environmental upgrading of the Lithuanian Power Plant, as a consequence of the closure of the Ignalina Nuclear Power Plant. AB Lietuvos Elektrine will also commit its own funds to the Project and seek additional funds from other sources.

The Employer now invites sealed tenders from contractors for the following contract to be funded from the proceeds of AB Lietuvos Elektrine’s own funds and grant funds:

Contract for the engineering, design, supply, construction, installation, staff training, pre-commissioning, commissioning and all related Contractor’s documentation on FIDIC Plant and Design-Build contract basis of a Combined Cycle Gas Turbine plant (CCGT) of 350-450 MW to be constructed next to the existing power plant units in Lithuanian Power Plant. The contract includes supply of the complete CCGT plant and all connections between the CCGT plant and the existing facilities (electricity, natural gas, cooling water, auxiliary steam, make-up water, etc.). The contract includes also the extension of the existing cooling water intake facilities. The supply of the complete CCGT plant comprises two parts as follows: Part 1 – Power Island, and Part 2 – Civil works and connections.

In addition to the above-mentioned contract, the Employer’s intention is to have a long-term service contract for the gas turbine. This is a separate contract (i.e. not subject of this Invitation for Tenders) to be negotiated and signed between the Employer and the gas turbine supplier and to become effective at the date of the Provisional Acceptance Certificate (PAC) of the CCGT plant.

The Tenderers will be required to meet the following minimum criteria, specified in detail in the Tender documents:

1. The Tenderer shall be a registered firm from an eligible country.

2. The Tenderer and the manufacturer of the main equipment shall have successfully completed power plants of similar complexity and size.

3. In the case of a Tenderer offering to supply main equipment under the Contract which the Tenderer does not manufacture or otherwise produce, the Tenderer shall be duly authorised by the goods’ manufacturer or producer to supply the goods in the purchaser’s country. Additionally, the Tenderer, shall by duly authorised by the goods’ manufacturer or producer to install the goods.

4. The Tenderer shall show long-term profitability. The average annual turnover over the last five years shall be not less than EUR 100 million and equity capital not less than EUR 50 million

5. The Tenderer shall have a Litigation records without consistent history of awards against him or any partner of consortium.

6. In case of a joint venture partnership or consortium the lead partner shall meet not less than 70 percent of all the qualifying criteria for turnover and financial position specified above.

7. The joint venture partnership or consortium must satisfy collectively the criteria related to personnel and equipment capabilities and financial position stated in the tender documents. The average annual turnover over the last five years of each joint venture partnership or consortium partner shall be not less than EUR 100 million and equity capital not less than EUR 50 million. Each member of the joint venture partnership or consortium shall satisfy the requirements related to registration and certification as set in the first and second paragraphs.

8. Proposed Subcontractors must be registered firms or individuals, which shall have the financial, technical, and production capability and necessary personnel qualified and capable to perform the subcontracted work.

9. The subcontractor for civil works shall be Lithuanian, or the Tenderer has to guarantee otherwise that the civil works shall be carried out in accordance to all relevant Lithuanian building regulations.

Alternatively, in order to reinforce the attainment of the qualification criteria as specified at 4 and 7 above, the Parent Company Guarantee can be provided by the Tenderers who, being a part or subsidiary of a larger business group, have limited assets. In this case parent company, acting as guarantor, shall meet all obligations and liabilities under the contract should the Tender fail to do so by providing the Parent Company Guarantee in the form appended to the Volume II.ii.

Tendering for contracts to be financed from the proceeds of the grant from the IIDSF is open to firms from all eligible countries, which are as at 1 September 2008: the EU member states, Norway, Switzerland and the Bank’s Countries of Operations.

The proceeds of the IIDSF grant will not be used for the purpose of any payment to persons or entities, or for any import of goods, if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations or under a law of official regulation of the Employer’s country.
