ENVIRONMENTAL EXPORT FINANCING: GOOD NEWS FOR U.S. EXPORTERS: The Export-Import Bank of the United States (ExIm Bank) is a federal government agency that helps mitigate risk for U.S. environmental companies and also offers competitive financing terms to international buyers for the purchase of U.S.-made environmental goods and services.  Sectors include renewable energy equipment, wastewater treatment projects, air pollution technologies, waste management services, and other various environmental goods and services.  Export financing is supported through a wide range of products including (1) short-term working capital, (2) export credit insurance, (3) Medium- to long-term loan guarantees, (4) Project and structured finance, and (5) Long-term direct loans.  These products allow ExIm Bank to act as an intermediary between exporters, lenders and buyers, helping to mitigate the risks associated with exporting to certain markets.
