Customs announced to the world that starting on February 1, 2009, for all import shipments, country of origin should be embossed/engraved on all items.  The Saudi Customs official informed us this rule was put in place as part of the Saudi government's commitment to protect foreign companies from trademark infringement in Saudi Arabia.
