Protect Your IPR: Record it with U.S. Customs


The first step in obtaining IPR protection by CBP is to record valid registered trademarks and copyrights with CBP through the Intellectual Property Rights e-Recordation (IPRR) online system. CBP’s on-line recordation allows rights owners to electronically record their trademarks and copyrights with CBP, and makes IPR recordation information readily available to CBP personnel, facilitating IPR seizures by CBP. CBP uses this recordation information to actively monitor shipments and prevent the importation or exportation of infringing goods. As of the end of Fiscal Year 2007, over 21,000 trademarks and copyrights were recorded with CBP. While CBP enforces both recorded and non-recorded trademarks and copyrights, enforcement of recorded trademarks and copyrights takes precedence over those that are not recorded with CBP. Public versions of trademarks and copyrights recorded with CBP are available in the Intellectual Property Rights Search (IPRS) searchable database. Fee: $190. Exports to China have recently been impacted as a result of heightened security for the 2008 Olympics and Special Olympics in Beijing. 


In preparation for the upcoming Olympics, several state agencies in China have announced new controls on the import of hazardous materials. These controls affect 257 chemicals, ranging from explosives to hydrogen peroxide, and apply in select regions and cities where events will be held. Certain goods are banned altogether, while others will be subject to increased scrutiny. Affected industries include Chemicals, Foundry/Furniture, Metals & Minerals, however, all good transiting through identified ports may be impacted. Regulations are already in place at most ports and will be effective through October 17, 2008, though exact dates vary by port. All U.S. exporters should be aware of these regulations and the potential impact to business during the Olympics. 


Although, normal cargo-shipments have not been affected, U.S. exporters may find it useful to work with a freight forwarder to get their shipment into an LCL (consolidated shipment). 


Many other products have already been restricted and will continue to be until after October 2008, including: 


Liquids in small packages: not currently allowed in at all 


Small packages: being severely scrutinized by Customs and may not be allowed

The International Trade Administration’s Manufacturing and Services unit recently published a revised edition of � HYPERLINK "http://trade.gov/media/publications/abstract/trade_finance_guide2008desc.html" �Trade Finance Guide: A Quick Reference for U.S. Exporters�. Originally published in early 2007, this second edition is a concise and easy-to-understand resource created specifically for small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) that are unfamiliar with the details of export financing.


The revised edition includes a new chapter on foreign exchange risk management, as well as minor updates to other sections. The additional content was added because of requests from several SMEs that wanted to export more efficiently in foreign currencies by mitigating the risk of currency exchange loss.

Market of the Month – Hungary


Hungary is located in Central Eastern Europe with a population over 10 million, and has nearly fully transitioned from a centrally planned economy to a market-based one since the fall of communism in 1989. It is a member of the OECD (1996), NATO (1999) and the European Union (2004).


Per capita income is nearly two-thirds that of the EU-25 average and total GDP (purchasing power parity) is US$182 billion. The private sector accounts for more than 80 percent of GDP.


Hungary’s strategic location in Europe, access to EU markets, highly skilled and educated work-force, sound infrastructure and other advantages have led companies such as GE, Alcoa, Morgan Stanley, IBM and many others to locate facilities here, both in manufacturing and services.


Hungary’s geographic position in Central Europe offers a strategic logistical hub within the region. Road, rail, aviation, and waterway networks fan out and offer access to the east and south – Russia and the newly emerging Balkans. Recognizing the critical role transportation infrastructure plays in economic growth, the government has identified logistics and transportation as part of the National Development Plan.
