4) The product ordered is incompaible with the
technical level ofthe countryfo which the
product i being shipped. For example,
semiconductor manufaciuring equipment would
be of lfle use n a couny without an elecironics
industry.

5) The customer has e background in the
relevant business. For example, inancial
informationis unavailable from ordinary
commercialsources and the customer's
corporate principal is unknown.

12) The shipping route is abnormal for the product
and desfinafion

t with the stated method

14) When questioned, the buyer i evasive or
unclear about whether the purchased product s
for domesfic use, export, or e-export.

15) The customer uses an address hat s inconsistent
with standard business praciices i the area
(e a P.O. Box adress where sheet addresses
are commonly used).

16) The customer does not have facilfes that are
appropriate for the fems ordered or end-use.
stated.

17) The customer’s order isfor parls known fo be
inappropriate orfor which fhe customer appears
o have no legitimate need (e.g. ther is no
indicafion of prior authorized shipment of system
for which the pari are soughi).

18) The customer is known fo have or is suspected of
hoving declings with embargoed counries.

22) The requested ferms of sale, such as product
specification and calibration, suggest a
destination or end-use other than what is
claimed (e.g., equipment thatis calibrated for
specifc alftude fhat difers from the alffude of
the claimed desfinfion).

23) The customer provides information o
documentation related o the fransaction that
you suspect s false, o requests fhat you provide
documentation that you suspec s false.
